We saw the newly pro-
duced Transformations DVD 
about Clay County, GA, a coun-
ty that was losing its young peo-
ple to death from drugs. The 

community 
began praying 
and working 
together to 
drive out the 
drug dealers 
and rescue 
their children. 
Clay County 
has been 
transformed 
by the power 
of God and 
love of Christ 
at work in the 
community. 

We heard 
some exciting news from the 
media groups. “In Jesus’ Name 
Productions” is working on an 
epic film called “The Messiah” to 
be released around Easter 2012. 
It picks up where “The Passion” 
left off. Their plans are that this 
movie will be shown all across
